The pay was better, but the coal ran out and Mike went into the auto repair
business while Frank went to college. Frank was in the garage business for fifteen years in Johnstown, PA. The town went
downhill, and his dad and brother talked him into coming here in 2001.

When it comes to ability as an auto mechanic, Frank's credentials are the best. There are nine possible ASE (Automotive
Service Excellece) certificates that a mechanic can earn. Each certificate covers a different area of the subject and is
awarded after passing a comprehensive test. Each of these must be renewed every two years. The subjects covered by the
certificates are as follows: Engines, Electrical Systems, Air Conditioners, Transmissions, Suspensions, Drive Lines, Brakes,
Engine Diagnostics and Computers. You must have the first eight certificates to be designated "Master Technician". Frank
has all nine, which makes him an Advanced Master Technician!!

Frank's father and brother live on a farm about a mile from the house. The three of us got into Debbie's red 1997 Monte
Carlo to go and see the family's collection of Corvettes. The farm consists of at least five large buildings, three of which are
shops or garages. The one Frank uses is a 60x90 ft. steel building which houses his 1964 red Corvette coupe and,
temporarily, the Angell's 1964 Stingray Coupe on which Frank is doing some electrical and tune up work.
