just got back from a four day Grand Prix aka Bob Bondurant

School of High Performance Driving in Phoenix, Arizona.

www.bondurant.com. | was very impressed with the school and

their instructors. They have a well thought out program that brings
you along in learning and accident avoidance as well as, simply put,
how to drive fast on a track. We spent about 30 minutes of class time
each morning and again after lunch. The rest of the time | was behind
the wheel. Unfortunately, I had the bad luck of being there during the
worst weather they had seen in years. Consequently, we did a lot of driving in the rain which was both
good and bad. Good because we learned a lot about driving in the rain, and bad because we did not get
to drive the Formula cars as they run on slicks.

Our class had two students for each instructor, and mine was Danny Bullock. He was great to work
with and could back up his instruction with some of the fastest, high-speed performance driving | have
ever experienced on a track. The program is a combination of driving solo, and riding along with your
instructor to learn the best lines and braking maneuvers while on the track. However, this is not just a
track experience but we were also taught how to avoid accidents as well as how to steer the car under
braking with ABS full on.

The first day they took us on a ride in a full size GM van that could
hold up to 12 peopled a big van. The guy driving took us around
the track to familiarize us; and how he did not roll the van, 1 do not
know. Easily the fastest ride in a van that | have ever been on and
in the rain, sliding around the corners. | had a death grip on the
— door handle and the driver was talking to us about the track
— ~throughout the whole ride. He never missed a beat. To me, that
might have been more impressive than the corvette rides. These
instructors were that good. All have had real racing experience and
most have won in their class. Through the course of our program, we were told they go through over a
million dollars worth of Goodyear tires in a year and | believe them. The cars were well maintained,
and if any problems did come up, they had spare cars to switch to while yours was being fixed.

After finishing the course | received a nice certificate of graduation and a card that allows me to get a
regional SCCA license. | could go on for a page or two on the experiences | had while there. In short,
I recommend this school to anyone who wishes to be able to drive their car faster and safer whether on
the track or daily streetdriving, b ut y ou di d n ®lease fead faee to emal meifayqu
