Proposed Event!! 

At our last club meeting, Joe Barney spoke about a possible club event for this coming  

summer and some of us expressed interest.  The event is a guided tour and entry onto the 

NASCAR Track in Dover Delaware. Following discussions with staff at Dover 

International Speedway Joe can arrange a personal tour for Corvette Annapolis Club 

members.  At this point, he needs to know our absolute level of interest.  We must 

guarantee a minimum of 20 cars in order to hold a tour date.  After the sign-up sheet was 

collected the date most favorable is August 21. The scheduled arrival time would be 9 

a.m. in Dover Delaware.   

 

What you may expect is as follows:  Upon arriving, Track personnel would collect our 

waiver form and fees for attendance.  Members would stage in line and enter the track at 

Gate 1.  We would drive the concrete oval in single-file behind a Dover International 

Speedway vehicle.  We will complete two laps then park our cars on Pit Road.  At that 

time a guided tour of the NASCAR Sprint Cup garage, Infield Media Center and Victory 

Lane would begin. Once all laps have been completed, a group photo will be taken of all 

cars parked on Pit Road. An announcement will be made that will ask us to return to our 

cars at that time, exit Pit Road, do one final lap, and then exit the Track surface at Gate 1.  

We would then park our cars outside the track in an enclosed TV compound to tour the 

skybox complex and VELOCITY suite.  For our leisure and personal pleasures we can 

visit the Dover Downs Hotel & Casino.  Joe will update us at the next Club meeting to see 

if we have sustained a level of interest necessary to pursue an actual event date.
