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During  my high school years  while 
looking out a school window, I saw a ’59 
corvette in primer paint down at Solomons 
Island.  Some time later I saw that same car 
still in primer paint parked over at Langley’s 
Restaurant.  I was only a high school kid, but 
I knew then, I wanted to be a Corvette 
owner someday.  The problem of course, 
was finding a used corvette that I could 
afford.  As a youth I worked many jobs and 
owned my first car at 15 but I knew putting 
my hands on a Corvette would be another 
story. 

After graduation, I married my high school 
sweetheart and moved to Anne Arundel 
County.  After honing my business skills at 
AACC, my job escalated to a professional 
level, and one son was born to us in ‘66.  
The years went by and I settled into 
married life and work but still no Corvette.   
Then in 1980 I saw another ’59 Corvette in 
Glen Burnie, again in primer paint, and said 
to myself, “what a shame, how can they 
drive that car without a respectable paint 
job”. Through a mutual friend, I was 
introduced to the owner and heard about 
their plans for restoration.  However, 

tragedy 
struck their 
family.     The 
husband was 
killed in a 
plane crash 
and all plans 
for the car 
were 

forgotten.  Some time later, an opportunity 
presented itself and I called on the widow 
to inquire if the car was for sale.  Despite 
the circumstances, she wasn’t ready to part 
with the car.  Nine years went by however; 

and the ‘Vette just sat there, 
parked under an oak tree.  Fate 
stepped in one day and a 
phone call came from the 
widow.  She was moving on with her life and 
ready to sell.  And my good fortune was her 
memory of how badly I wanted the car.  
That was June 1989 and I paid $7,500 for a 
1959 C-1 Corvette Convertible.   Finally, 
some 30 years later, I became a Corvette 
owner.  

When I went back to claim the vehicle my 
first ordeal was cleaning out the acorns and 
dead mice piled up inside.  I called up a 
rollback and had the car delivered to my 
home in Pasadena.  I washed that car with 
Brillo pads knowing I couldn’t really damage 
the spider-web design that had become the 
paint finish.  The next step was getting the 
clutch unfrozen from the flywheel and once 
accomplished, I turned the key.  I knew the 
engine was good enough to run; it was a ‘67 
high-performance” Corvette engine with 
365 H.P.  so I turned the key and the engine 
roared to life.  

I drove the car as is until October but in my 
heart the appearance was beginning to wear 
on me.  It just wasn’t respectable to the 
name Corvette.  So, I made the next 
decision and began dismantling the car, 
stripping all chrome, bumpers, and 
windshield 
glass.   I sent 
various 
components 
to the 
chrome shop 
and started 
ordering 
new parts.

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The stripped and gutted body was sent to 
Randy’s Custom Body & Paint Shop in Curtis 
Bay on December 1.  We had an agreement 
they would return the car back to me by 
February 1 of ’90 and Randy’s Body Shop 
made good on their promise.  

The car was now back in my hands and the 
really scary part was playing out in my mind.  
Me, a novice, taking on an elephant-sized job.   
Me, a lifelong gearhead, but never had I 
touched a Corvette.  I may as well been facing 
a real elephant.  And though the project 
loomed large I couldn’t lose sight of my goal 
--which was keeping the car as original as 
possible yet maintain it as a “nice drive”.  So 
with Nolan Adams Resto Book and Brian 
with Corvette Specialties of Maryland, this 
“novice” went to work.  I’d never tackled an 
entire car before. I had a fear factor that if I 
didn’t finish the job in three months, I’d lose 
sight of the fittings.  The elephant would be a 
colossal mess, dead in front of me.  I simply 
had to be driving that car in three months.

When all parts were delivered for complete 
re-assembly, I took on the “elephant” in small, 
bite-sized pieces.  I worked day and night.  
There was no question I was consumed with 
my project.   About that time, I had a 
complete career change.  Not knowing what 
direction my next job would take, I decided 
to dedicate all my time to finish the car; from 
full body makeover, a new interior, dashboard 
instrumentation and everything under the 
hood.  I never regretted my decision.

By the first of April I was indeed driving my 
‘Vette, but continued to tweak it for months 
afterward.  It took a full year from beginning 
to end to achieve that acceptable level as a 
new Corvette owner.  The car came with a 
hard top but I never bothered to use it after 
the full restoration.  The finish was restored 
to its original colors:  Snow crest white 

exterior with turquoise coves, and turquoise 
interior. 

The real story here is  you never finish 
restoring cars like this.    The project was first 
finished in 1990, and still goes on today.  I’ve 
been driving my ’59 C-1 convertible for over 
20 years.  I have chauffeured local celebrities 
in numerous parades; have a garage full of 
trophies from countless shows, and some 
years back, exhibited the car at the Baltimore 
Convention Center taking some top honors.  
In 2009 I was invited to display the car at 
Navy Stadium as part of their 50th 

Anniversary celebration.  The car has 
introduced me to countless acquaintances at 
Carlisle and Ocean City car shows. 

Then in 2009, some 22 years later, I restored 
the mechanicals . . . Again.   

Special thanks to “Jackie” who sold me 
my first Corvette.  I bought a special 
piece of her life that became mine.

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Tech Talk Corner...

What is a battery mat?

Why, as a corvette owner, should you care?   
A battery mat is a felt-like material that is 
impregnated with acid-absorbing chemicals. 

The reason you should care, is because 
most of the members of Corvette 
Annapolis  drive a C5 or C6. The battery 
in a C5 and C6 is located just above the 
PCM. The PCM stands for powertrain 
control module.  That's right - the main 
computer. Seems to me that's just about 
the worst place to put it but then again I'm 
not an engineer.  As long as the battery and 
the alternator are functioning correctly 
everything is fine. However, over time 
batteries may seep a little water/acid 
solution.  If this happens, the solution could 
drip down to the PCM and it will cause 
corrosion problems.

In addition to the computer, there are 
wiring harnesses and vacuum lines placed 
under the battery. Acid can and will 
corrode the wiring and melt through the 
plastic vacuum lines. The only way you 
would know you have a problem is when 
things do not function properly in the car.  
By then it is too late and repairs will have 
to be made. 

Access to the computer is somewhat 
difficult.  It can be accessed by removing 
the battery and its tray from the car. 

You can also access it by raising the car up 
in the air and working in the cavity behind 

the right front 
tire. 

Depending on 
the amount of 
damage, repairs 
can be costly. I 
have personally 
had to make 
repairs on a C5 
with vacuum 

lines that were melted so I have seen the 
problem first hand. 

To install a mat, you must remove the 
battery from the car. The mat size is 8x12 
inches so sometimes trimming is 
necessary.The mat is placed on the floor of 
the battery tray and the battery is 
reinstalled.  No alterations are necessary as 
the mat is very thin.  If the battery were to 
seep acid or the alternator were to 
overcharge and acid were to overflow the 
battery, the mat will absorb it. I feel 
strongly enough about the protection it 
provides, I'm installing one in both of my 
corvettes.

The battery mat is available on-line and in 
auto parts stores. If any are interested in 
the protection the battery mat provides 
and do not feel confident to install it 
yourself, call me and I will supply the mat 
and install it while you wait. 
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As we look forward to our Þrst show of the 
season at Ourisman Chevrolet on May 22nd, 
here is a brief recap of a couple of events.

Sonny Brown attended the Bel Air Corvette 
Club Fun Show on Apr 10th. He reports that it 
was a great show and while he was there he 
promoted our three shows for the season.  
On June 12th BACC will host their annual 
VeteranÕs BeneÞt Fun Show. The ßyer isnÕt 
available at this time so details will follow. I will 
be putting together a caravan of Corvette 
Annapolis members to travel to the show. 
Please watch for upcoming emails and 
announcements.  WouldnÕt it be nice to attend 
a show instead of working one? 

The Pocono Driving School event was 
cancelled due to track maintenance that 
NASCAR has required before the Òbig boysÓ 
drive there this season.  So instead of going to 
Pocono, seven members of Corvette Annapolis 
attended CCAÕs autocross event on Sunday. 
Thankfully the rains of Sat. ended and we had a 
great day in the sun. It was good to get back in 
the seat again and the competition was great!
